CAREFULLY READ INSTRUCTIONS PRIOR 
TO THE FIRST USE OF THE FORD TRANSIT 
DOOR INSECT SCREENS
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GET TO KNOW YOUR SCREEN
We recommend you check all parts are included prior to first use.

PREPARATION FOR INSTALLATION
The screen doors are attached to your vehicle via inte-
grated magnets along the perimeter of the screen. To 
ensure a proper mount, it is recommended to clean the 
entire door perimeter jam area with a microfiber towel 
and warm water. 

Note: If there is excessive debris within the doorjamb 
parameter, take time and care to properly clear making 
sure not to damage any portion of the OE weather seal 
on the vehicle.

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INSTALLING THE DOOR SCREENS
1. Remove your vehicle screens from the provided reusable storage bag.

2. Unfold your new screen doors.

Note the orientation of the center door section and make sure the buckles at the top of the center door are facing out-
wards of the vehicle. 

3. Open side doors, making sure the door is in the full ajar position.

4. Start securing the side door screens with the integrated perimeter magnets starting with the top, ensuring that the screen 
is centered left to right. 

Note: If needing assistance to help hold the material as you start securing the magnets to the doorjamb itself, it may be 
helpful to use 1-2 spring clamps to hold the screen in its approximate orientation while aligning the magnets around the 
top and side perimeter of the doorjamb. 

5. The top magnets adhere to the metal section 
below the top door guide channel 

6. Once the screen is supporting itself, you can make fine 
adjustments to the fitment aligning the screen both vertically 
and horizontally.

7. Carefully route the perimeter of the bug screen behind the 
door latches on both the right and left side. 

8. When properly aligned, there will be an even amount of 
material around the perimeter of the door opening and the 
door screen.
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1. To remove the door screens, start at the top center and 
with light force, pull to remove the magnets one at a time 
from the vehicle’s doorjamb. 

2. Use caution when removing making sure that no portion 
of the door screen assembly gets caught or snagged on any 
of the vehicle components. 

3. While making your way down the doorjamb begin 
carefully folding the door screens for secure storage in the 
included storage bag.
