During the months of August, September,
October and May, sweater vests are not
required and boys may wear shorts.

● St. Thomas tie
● Navy long pants (no cargo pants)
● Navy Shorts (Only during August,

September, October and May)
● Navy dress socks
● Belt
● Dress penny loafers (black or

cordovan)
Girls:

● Skort- Plaid or navy (5th grade)
● Jumper- Plaid or Skort- Plaid (4th

grade only)
● Long sleeve or short sleeve light blue

oxford cloth shirt (with logo)
● Navy sweater vest with crest
● St. Thomas cross tie
● Navy knee length socks
● Dress penny loafers (black or



cordovan)

Printed t-shirts of any kind are NOT allowed
to be worn under the uniform shirts/blouses.

The length of the shorts, skorts and/or
jumpers should be no more than 2 inches
above the knee.

*Caps/Hats – Mandatory:
ONLY STEPS branded baseball-style caps
and visors may be worn. Caps/visors are to
be worn during all outdoor play including
P.E., after school sports, preschool play and
any other times while outside. Sunscreen
needs to be applied daily prior to coming to
school.

**Shoes:
Shoes or rubber sole shoes must be low cut
and solid black or solid white with no logo.
No high tops or platforms. For Preschool –
Velcro only

Cold Weather Attire:
The St. Thomas School sweatshirt or any
solid navy-blue sweatshirt, sweater or vest
may be worn. Girls may wear solid navy
blue or white leggings, tights, or form-fitting
leg cover under their uniforms. White
turtlenecks are acceptable for both boys and
girls.

In extreme weather, ski jackets of any color
may be worn, but should be removed in the
classroom. For severe weather, navy blue
jackets are appropriate. Sweatpants are
appropriate for junior and senior preschool
students only.

Hair:
As part of the uniform code, conservative
haircuts are required. Boys’ hair should not
touch their shirt collar or be in their eyes and
must be well-groomed.  Non-natural hair
colors will not be permitted. Girls may wear
bows or headbands in the following
colors: blue, red, yellow/gold, white or the St.
Thomas plaid. Headbands may not have
patterns rhinestones, flowers, etc.

Nail Polish:
No nail polish is allowed.

Jewelry:
The only jewelry permitted is a pair of post or
stud earrings.

Water Bottles:
It is mandatory for all children to bring a
water bottle to school. The water bottles
should be stainless steel, aluminum, Tritan,
or other BPA free plastic. It will be the
child/family responsibility to label the bottles
and maintain the cleanliness of the water
bottles.

Backpacks Guidelines
Each backpack should be clearly marked
with the student’s name and/or initials.

Preschool
No backpacks unless needed to carry
QUEST Enrichment Activity
uniforms/supplies.

Kindergarten through 3rd
● Extra large or rolling backpacks will

not be allowed.
● Backpacks must be small enough to

hang on one coat hanger in the
classroom or fit in a cubby.

○ Size= Most range 16”H x 13”
W x 7 ½” D

4th & 5th grade
● Rolling backpacks are permitted.
● Rolling SUITCASES or ZÜCA®

backpacks are not permitted.
● Must be soft-sided, have two straps,

and a collapsible handle.
● Must be no longer than 20” tall.
● It must be able to sit upright without

disrupting the classroom
environment.
