REQUIRED:

Jumper Grades 1-4:
All students must purchase a blue button-down jumper. Students may also wear a
pink button-down jumper with school logo.
Grades 5-8:
All students must purchase a blue drop-waist jumper. Students may also wear a pink
drop-waist jumper with the school logo.

***A1l jumpers must be worn knee-length, no shorter than 1” above the knee cap.***

Shirt Grades 1-4:

White Peter Pan collar knit polo

*Please note, white blouse from previous years will be grandfathered for one year.
Grades 5-8:

White polo shirt with school logo

*Please note, white blouse from previous years will be grandfathered for one year.

Socks Solid white crew socks & SAA monogrammed ankle socks purchased from Spirit Shop

Shoes Black and white saddle oxfords
New shoes should be purchased each year. Throughout the year, shoes must be in
good condition, i.e., polished and laced with white laces.

OPTIONAL:

Outerwear The ONLY outerwear items that may be worn with the uniform.
1. White crew neck sweater with school logo from Land’s end. To order click (here).
2. Light blue/pink anorack (must be purchased from the Spirit Shop)
3. White sweatshirt with SAA appliqued monogram in blue or pink
(must be purchased from the Spirit Shop)
4. Grade 8 only: Pastel color SWEATSHIRT with “St. Agnes Academy” printed on the
front (must be purchased from the Spirit Shop)

MISCELLANEOUS:

1. Undergarments: Bras must be white/neutral so that they do not show through the uniform

completely covered by the uniform shirt.

JEWELRY:

MAKEUP:

1. Makeup is not permitted in grades 1-7.

2. Students in Grade 8 only may wear a light foundation and light or natural nail polish. Nails must be short,
natural shapes, no jewels or nail art. Eye makeup is not permitted in any grade.

3. Hair color must be natural; no bright colors or tinsel.

Jumper

Skirt

Grades 1-4:
Grey, black and red plaid with drop-waist and pleats

Grades 5-8:
Grey, black, and red plaid with pleats

***A1l jumpers/skirts must be worn knee-length, no shorter than 1” above the knee cap***

Shirt

Grades 1-4:

White Peter Pan collar knit polo

*Please note, white blouse from previous years will be grandfathered for one year.

Grades 5-8:

White polo shirt with school logo. White polo must be worn on Mass days.

Optional red and black polos with school logo available. Long-sleeved polos available
for winter only.
