While our uniform programme remains unchanged, some items are still being produced and are not yet 
available. We will also transition Early Years Uniforms to Flynn O'Hara. Please note the following: 

• Logo PE uniforms will be available late Spring. Until then students are welcome to wear grey t-
shirts and navy blue bottoms.  

• Plaid/tartan items are scheduled to be available in the summer. Please bear in mind plaid or navy 
blue skirts may be worn on any uniform day.   

• Early Years uniforms may be purchased at either the Spirit Store or Flynn O’Hara. Currently, the 
Spirit Store offers EY uniforms with the round bulldog logo. EY uniforms purchased from Flynn 
O’Hara will feature the BIS Houston logo. When the Spirit Store’s stock of EY uniforms is sold out, 
Flynn O’Hara will become the exclusive provider of EY uniforms. 

• Only items that are in stock will appear on the Flynn O'Hara website. 
• Stocked uniform items are also available in-store for school logo embroidery. 
• We will continue to be flexible with uniforms during this transition.

OVERVIEW

At the British International School of Houston, our uniforms and dress code creates a school identity, 
develops our school community, and promotes our school’s core values: Pride, Unity, and Respect.  

Pride: Our uniform along with logo and Bulldog develops pride in being a member of our school 
community. Our students have an easily recognizable identity and uniforms help students take 
pride in their appearance. 
Unity: Uniforms provide a sense of community and unity among  
same-age peers. 
Respect: Uniforms reduce the possibility of social conflict associated with appearance and 
increases students’ respect for each other’s character and abilities. 
Learning: As learning is at the center of all we do at BIS Houston, our dress code is similarly 
aligned. Anything that distracts oneself or others from learning is not permitted. 

Formal Uniform Days 
Students in Years 3-13 have compulsory formal uniform days. These are at least once per week on 
Wednesdays (Assembly day) and for any other specified occasions and events. 

Spirit Days 
Every Friday BIS Houston has Spirit Day and it is an extension of our regular dress code. On Spirit 
Days we celebrate different aspects of our community by wearing school Spirit wear. Spirit Day 
aims to bring together our students of all ages and unites the school through our “Bulldog Pride”.

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EARLY YEARS
Early Years uniforms may be purchased at either the Spirit Store or Flynn 

O’Hara. Currently, the Spirit Store offers EY uniforms with the round 
bulldog logo. EY uniforms purchased from Flynn O’Hara will feature the 

BIS Houston logo. When the Spirit Store’s stock of EY uniforms is sold out, 
Flynn O’Hara will become the exclusive provider of EY uniforms. Store at

Accessories and Jewelry: A simple pair of 
stud earrings is permitted. No other 
jewelry should be worn. 
Make-up and nail varnish is not permitted. 
Religious items of clothing and 
accessories are permitted. 
Hair longer than shoulder length should 
be tied up.

All students are required to have a red BIS Houston cap or a navy blue BIS 
Houston bucket hat with the school logo available through the Spirit Store. 

Shirts: 
BIS Houston navy blue polos with the Bulldog (available at Spirit Store) 
Other BIS Houston navy blue bulldog shirts are available through  
secondhand uniform sales. These continue to be part of the  
uniform in addition to the Bulldog polo.  

Bottoms: 
Any navy blue shorts, trousers, skirts, skorts, or leggings may be worn.  
The items must be solid colored navy blue and without large logo  
markings. 

Dresses: 
BIS Houston Bulldog dress from the Spirit Store 
Plaid shift dress 
The plaid shift dress should be worn with a navy blue Bulldog polo from the Spirit 
Store. 

Options for Cold Weather: 
Red cardigan/sweater or full zip fleece with BIS Houston logo from the uniform 
provider. 
Navy blue fleece (available at Spirit Store) 

Shoes & Socks: 
Preferably all black or all white shoes or trainers. However, at this age, any set of 
trainers or shoes that fit well with socks may be worn. For health and safety 
purposes, please ensure your child’s shoes are close-toed. 
White, black or navy socks 

PE Uniform: 
Grey BIS Houston Bulldog T-shirt (available at Spirit Store) 
Any navy blue bottoms 
Non-marking trainers 

Swim Kit: 
One piece swim suit, or rash guard + swim trunks/shorts 
Goggles, Swim cap, Water shoes or flip flops 

Other items: 
Please send the following to school for your child  
to keep in his or her cubby: 
Waterproof jacket 
Rain boots 
Extra change of clothes including underwear and  
socks

Guidelines 

Shirts: 
Formal shirt with a collar and must be tucked in at all times. On 
formal days, ties must be worn with a collared shirt. 
Blouse with sleeves and high neckline that cover the chest, back, 
or shoulders. 

Bottoms: 
Formal trousers 
Skirt or dress no higher than 4 inches above the knee 

Shoes: 
Formal, polished shoes 
Heels are allowed with a heel no higher than 3 inches 
Trainers are only permitted to be worn during PE and on Spirit 
Day/Sports Days 
Dr Marten (or similar) boots are not acceptance uniform 
footwear 

PE Kit, available through the uniform provider (see p3): 
Grey BIS Houston PE Shirt (old logo PE shirts are available 
through 2nd hand uniform sale) 
Navy blue shorts 
Non-marking trainers 
For cold weather PE bottoms, students may wear leggings 
under their PE shorts or any navy blue joggers.

As student prepare for the next phase of their educational journey, a business smart attire appropriate 
for a school environment is the dress code. Students may choose their own closing whilst following the 
guidelines and policies.

POLICIES 
• Students with hair longer than shoulder length must bring a hair tie to school as they will be requested

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SPIRIT DAYS

What To Wear on Spirit Days 

Shirts: (May be purchased in the Spirit Store or custom Spirit Wear may be ordered online) 
Any school printed attire (e.g. Global Games, school trip attire, school sports teams, Spirit Shirts, etc)  

Bottoms: 
Any bottoms, of appropriate length may be worn. These include smart jeans, chinos, skirts, leggings, shorts, 
skorts. All skirts and skorts must be no shorter than 4 inches above the knee. 

Shoes: 
Any trainers, or close-toed shoes that can be secured with laces, velcro, or heel straps.  
Flip flops, sandals, clogs and slides are not acceptable footwear. 

In Cold Weather: 
Spirit hoodies may be worn over any other spirit wear. For safety reasons, hoodies may not be worn on play areas 
or the spider web. 

Uniforms may be worn on Spirit Days as well. 

Policies: 
Students should not wear torn clothing or denim, or sleeping attire.   
Short, closely fitted fitness shorts are not permitted. However, full length leggings are permitted.
