DISASSEMBLY

1. Place the the table upside down on a soft,
flat surface. Use an Allen Key to remove
the long screw connecting the legs and
stretcher. Turn counterclockwise to loosen
it, and then remove both the screw and
washer.

2. Remove the screws and washers
connecting the legs with the tabletop.
Then, slide the legs off the ends of the

stretcher.

3. Finally remove the screws connecting
the stretcher with the table top before
seperating these two parts.
