Raise and support the rear of the truck with jack stands under the
frame.

Install
the bracket on the bolts and reinstall the nuts.

Install P/N 9037-784 bracket with 7/16” x 2 %4” bolts with 9037-784
spacers between the frame and bracket. NOTE: Route wiring and brake
and fuel lines below the brackets, not behind or they will be pinched.

Assemble the sway bar end links by threading the JNR8S jam nuts onto the XMR8 rod ends and the JNL8S jam nuts
onto the XML8 rod ends. Apply anti-seize to the rod end threads and fully thread the rod ends into P/N 9033-459
adjuster sleeves.

Attach the sway bar end links to the sway bar using P/N 9029-309 high misalignment studs and hardware as shown on
page 2.

Attach the sway bar and sway bar end links to the rear side of the frame brackets using the 3/8” x 2” bolts, washers,
nuts and SG8-64 high misalignment spacers.

Grease and install the bushings on the sway bar and swing into place on the axle. Attach the sway bar to the axle as
shown on page 2 with the saddle brackets and U-bolts.

Your sway bar bushing kit may come with more washers than used for this application.

With the suspension loaded, adjust the sway bar end links so the arms of the sway bar are level. Torque all mounting
hardware to the specification in the chart on page 2.
