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Installation Instructions: 
 

1. Mount the bracket to the firewall using the appropriate set of factory steering column weld nuts. 
(Figure 1) using the two provided 1/4”-20 x 3/4” L flathead allen screws. Use medium strength (blue) 
Loctite 242 on the screws.

2. Use 2 of the provided 1/4”-28 x 1/2” L button head screws and 1/4” AN washers to mount the C6 

throttle pedal to the bracket. Use medium strength (blue) Loctite 242 on the scews and torque to 10 
ft-lbs. Two sets of mounting holes are provided for lateral pedal adjustment as desired (Figure 2).
