20 sc and 21 rnds = 4” in sc
To save time, take time to check 
gauge

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NOTE
Bag is worked in one piece in the round from the 
bottom up.

BAG
With CC1, ch 41. 
Rnd 1:  Sc in 2nd ch from hook, then in each ch to 
last ch, 3 sc in last ch, mark center of these 3 scs 
with pin, working through lower loop of foundation 
ch, work 1 sc in each lower loop across to beg ch-1, 
work 3 sc in lower loop of beg ch-1, mark center of 
these 3 scs with pin, join with a sl st in first sc – 84 sc.  
Do not turn – move markers up as you work.
Rnd 2:  Ch 1, work in sc around, working 3 sc in each 
marked st, join with a sl st in beg ch-1.  Rep the last 
rnd 8 times more – 120 sts.
Rnd 11:  Ch 1, work 1 sc in each sc around, join with 
a sl st in beg ch-1.
Rnd 12:  Ch 1, * sc in 19 sc, 2 sc in next sc, rep from * 
around, join with a sl st in beg ch-1 – 126 sc.
Rnd 13:  Rep Rnd 11.
Rnd 14:  Ch 1, * sc in 20 sc, 2 sc in next sc, rep from * 
around, join with a sl st in beg ch-1 – 132 sc.  
Rnd 15:  Rep Rnd 11.
Rnd 16:  Ch 1, * sc in 21 sc, 2 sc in next sc, rep from * 
around, join with a sl st in beg ch-1 – 138 sc.
Rnd 17:  Rep Rnd 11.
Rnd 18:  Ch 1, * sc in 22 sc, 2 sc in next sc, rep from * 
around, join with a sl st in beg ch-1 – 144 sc.  Using 
CC1, rep Rnd 11 twenty-seven times more.  Change 
to CC2.
Rnd 46:  Ch 2 (counts as 1 hdc), work 1 hdc in each 
sc around, join with a sl st in top of beg ch-2.
Rnd 47:  Ch 1, work 1 sc in each hdc around, join 
with a sl st in beg ch-1.  Rep the last 2 rnds six times 
more.  Rep Rnd 47 once more, then rep Rnds 46 and 
47 three times more.  Fasten off.

FINISHING
Weave in all ends and block as desired.  
Fold bag flat with foundation ch running from 
left to right.  Measure and place markers 4” in 
from folded edges on each side of back and front.  
Attach ends of straps at markers using directions in 
package.

beg:  beginning
CC:  contrasting color
